 Charmer from start to finish the show

features a highly energetic and uniformly

talented cast, vivid set design by Sherry
Santillano, Crayola crayon colorful costumes
and wigs by Sharon McGunigle and a super
hot band featuring Musical Director Eric
Heinly on drums, Tori Ruffin on guitar,
Thomas Drayton on bass and Kevin
McCourt on keyboards.

Vocal Director Rachael Lawrence ensured

that the cast made the most of re-imagined

"fanilow" favorites such as Can't Smile

Without You, Could It Be Magic, Ready To

Take A Chance Again, Bandstand Boogie,

Mandy and of course, Copacabana.

 Identical twins Frosty (Paul C. Vogt) and
Crystal (Peter Allen Vogt) frequently steal

scenes, which is hard to do considering the

hilarious antics of everyone else on the stage
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 including Rick Batalla as Station Master and

Jack Frost, Christine Lakin as Karen and  
Walker as the bad guy magician Hinkle who is

intent on retrieving his "magical hat"

regardless of what it does to poor Frosty.

Lorin Shapiro was way too fun as Hocus the

indiscriminately humping bunny rabbit. Fans

of FX's Rescue Mewill enjoy seeing a

different side of Chief Reilly with Jack
McGee's portrayal of "storyteller" Jack and a

Santa resembling a cross between Buffalo Bill

and Colonel Sanders. He can sing and dance,

too!

Beth Kennedy returns as the Winter Warlock

with well-delivered quips, zings and balloon

tricks.

Nadine Ellis and Ameenah Kaplan
choreographed acrobatic and inventive

dances performed with grace and style by

Popsicles Molly Alvarez, Jill Morrison, Leah
Specher and Lisa Valenzuela; and Joseph
Keane (Kevin/Animal), Jimmy Lambert
(Kyle/Animal), Andy Lopez (Keith/Animal),
Mike Lulprizio (Cop) and the rest of the cast.

Sound Designer Robert Arturo Ramirez  
and his crew got into the act to funny effect

and so did Stage Manager Core Womack's  
crew. And always lots of ad-libbing and

topical references peppered the production.
